T an interview in December 2007 with HoboTrashean.com, M. Chong siated that the
comedy team was not reunted. and that fforts o reunte the team from 2002 (0 2007
were unsuccessful. See, page 2 of Annex D.

Accordingly, Complainanis themselves had abandoned their righis o collctively
idenify themselves as “Checch and Chong” and had no plans to reform their comedy
cam as of the time that the domain name was registered and for mast of the time that
Respondent owned the domain name and had an active web st thereon. See,

Annex E, a January 30, 2009 New York Times rtcle and interview with
Complainants.

Atthe time of the registration of the domain name in 1998, Complainants had ccased to
e a comedy team for atleast 13 years. Any residual good will i the trademark
(CHEECH AND CHONG had historical valueat the time the domain name was
egistered, o merely identifed audio and video recordings created prior o 1985

Respondent originally regisered the domain name as a fan site (“the Site”). Annex F is

ascreen shot of the Site as of October 10, 1999, s stored on the Internet Archive
(st archive.ore). The content on the Site listed the audio and video recordings of
the Complainants, news about Complainants, free downloadable content and also.
provided a message board for isitos o the site 0 post messages. See, Annex G, 3

screen shot of the Site as of March 3, 2000, as stored on the Internet Archive.

Uniil 2002, Respondent did not sell any merchandise on the Site, but provided links to

third party e-commerce web sites for the purchase of audio and video recordings.

Links on the Sit to “Buy” redircted site visitors o Reel.com. See, Annex I, asereen
shot o the Site as of April 2, 2002, a stored on the Iternet Archive. Respondent has
only had limited advertising on the Sie, o hlp defray the costs ofthe Site. Sec,
Amnexes F. G and H.




[image: image5.png]In August of 2006, Mr. Chong contacied Respondent by emal,requesting tht the Site
e used forreceiving inquiries and requests for booking the performances of Mr
‘Chong and his wife Shelby Chong, with Respondent respansibie fo passing on the
inquiries and requests 0 Mr. and Mrs. Chong. See, Annex I, a August 31, 2006 email
from Mr. Chong to Respondent. Mr. Chong lso formaly consented to Respondent’s
use of the domain name. See Annex 1. Respondent continues to forward such inquiries
o the Chongs, and has never received any communication from Mr. Chong to cease
receiving or forwarding such requests.
‘While Ms. Chong initially had objections o Respondent’s use of the domain name,
consent was granted and Mr. Chang provided Respondent with goods to be sold
through th Sit. See, Annex |
In August of 2006, M. Chong published a book entiled The I Chong: Meditations
Jrom the Joint. On page 251, Mr. Chong wroie the folowing sentenece: “And thanks to
Ryan Tracy for keeping Cheech and Chong alive with his site during the ycars when
there was no Checch and Chong.” Sce Annex 1 a copy of page 251 of The  Chong
Meditations from the Jont.
In 2006, Complainant Mr. Marin was also aware of Respondent’s ste and consented to
the use of the domain name.
On September 26, 2006, Andi Schechier, Mr. Marin's publicist stated in an email 0
Ms. Natasha Rubin, currently Mr. Marin’s wife butat thetime, his fance, that “Ryan is
the contact at the official Cheech and Chong fan website” See Annex K.
On October 11, 2006, Ms. Rubin emailed Respondent and wrote: “as far as T
understand, your it ischeech’s[sc] officalsite and it seems to b prety accura
M Rubin, on behal of Mr. Marin,requescd that Respondent correct certain
information on the Site. Sce Annex L.

Respondent operated the Site under the domain name as a fan sie for four years before
beginning any commercial use of the Site. Respondent’s commercial use of the Site
has been to sell authorized licensed audio and video recordings of Complainans, which
sales have benefited Complainants.

Respondent’s operation of the Site under the domain name with Complainants'

knowledge and consent, to Respandent’s knowledge for well over ive years, and

“The domain name was not regisered by the Respondent in an inentional atiempt to
ateact for commercial gain, Inernet users to the Respondent’s web site o other on-line
Tocation, by creating  likelihood of canfusion with the Complainants® mark as o the
souree, sponsarship, afflition, or endorsement o the Respondent’s web site or
Iocation or of a product or service on the Respondent’s web sie or location.

As noted above, when Respondent registered the domain name, Complainants had not
been a comedy team for approximately 13 years

Respondent operated the Site as  fan site without commercial gain for four years.
Respondent relicd upon Complainants” consent in developing the Site a a viable

commercial operation.

Faced with a shortage of inventory of Complainants’ older audio and vidco recardings.

Respondent arranged and paid for the production of additional invetory from the
publisher of such recordings, o meet public demand for Complainant’ recordings with
licensed goods.

In July 0f 2008, Complainants decided to reunite for a performing tour.

In an interviesw published by the Philadelphia Daily News on September 12, 2008, Mr.
(Chong stated his belief that Respondent was responsible for the reunion, who pontcd

ot the commercial suceess of reunion performances by musical performing groups

that were cont

nporaries of Complainants’ comedy team. See, Annex P.

1n 2008, 10 yearsafte Respondent regitered the domain name and more than two
years after Complainants consented to Respondent’s use and operation of the Ste,
representatives for Complainants contacted Respondent 0 negotiae the purchase or
acquisition of the domain name.

Complainants” change of mind regarding the domain name came well ater Respondent
had begun commercial aperations in addition to the fan site, selling Complainants”
audio and video recordings.

Prior o, and during the negotiations with Complainants” representatives, Complainants
continued to acknowledge Respondent’s it a being a bencfit to Complainans. See,
Annex Q an October 24, 2008 email from Ms. Rubin, stating “thank you, i think what

Negotitions with Complainans'represcataives trminatd i caly 2009, asthe
paries could ot come (0 agreement.

Complainants” allegations that Respondent’s operation of the Sie is now in bad aith
becaus ofa temination ofa lcense s without mer and unsupportd by any legal
precedent. Responden’s opeation ofthe Sie has notsubstandly changed since
Complainantsconseated o Respondent’s se of the domain name.

As stated above, upon learming of Respondent's use of the domain rame, Complainants
sranted permission to Respondent, both explicily and impicil, without requiring
formal iense.

The June 29,2009 letr writtn by Complainants’ representative (Annes 4 of the

Complaint) was writen in an attempt to provide support for the present proceeding.
That ltter

an attempt to bring the facts of the present proceeding closer o those of
the cited case, Butkus v. Downtown Athleti Club of Orlando, Inc., 2008 USS. Dist.
LEXIS 49828 (C.D. Cal. 2008) (atached as Annex $ of the complaint.

However, unlike the Bukus case, in the present situation Respondent has not used
Complainants’ ikenesses on the domain, Respondent has not regisered Complainants
{rademark (with or without consent), and more importantly, Respondent has not sought
1o prevent Complainants from using their rademark for the same or a similar web sit.
Inthe Burkus case, the defendant had created and promoted u “Butkus Award” which
included a rophy in the shape of the plaintiff, and registered the trademark BUTKUS
AWARD, with the plaintif’s consent, Mr. Butkus had agreed to the use of his name.
‘and likeness based on representations made by the defendant, and upon being
disappointed by the defendant’s performance, sought to revoke his consent. The
defendant in Bukus sought o prevent M. Butkus from developing his own trophy
with his image and name.

“The Burkus can clearly be distinguished from the present case. Complainans have not
objected to Respondent’s web sit operations, merely o the domain name itself, The
negotiations between Complainants and Responden prior 0 the commencement of the
present proceeding involved Respondent moving its web site operations (0 a different

“The totality of the ircumsances and evidence presented hercin esablishes that

Respondent did not egister the domain nor use the Site in bad fath. 1t was only after

Complainants decided that they would reurite for a performance tour that they changed their

‘minds about Respondeat’s domain name regsiaion and use thereof. Complainans have fled

1o meet thei burden of proof under Paragraph 4(a)i of the Policy, and the domain name

registration should remain with Responden.

We chatted for
a while and Dennis told me he had a gig at the local comedy
club in Gas Town. I told him I wanted to come and see him
perform, so he left tickets for me at the door. I arrived just as he
was about to go on and visited him in the dressing room. He
was pacing around the room getting ready for his show and he
said, “Do you still get nervous before you go on?” I laughed
because it had been years since I performed. Since I was always
with Cheech I don't think we ever got nervous, because there
were two of us.

Dennis went on and I thought his show was great. I wanted
t0 do that. I wanted to get back onstage and do stand-up. So T
